Mary and Lutherans?

Last month I, as Ecumenical Officer for the .Archdiocese of Los Angeles, was asked to lead a retreat for a small
group of Evangelical Lutheran Pastors. When | shared this news with some of my chancery colleagues, one
asked dismissively, "what could you have to say to Lutherans?' Interestingly, what they wanted to hear about
was Mary'.

In a wonderful book entitled, 7he Virgin of Guadalupe: Theological Reflections of an Anglo-Lutheran Liturgist,
the author, Maxwell Johnson quoting Erie Gritsch, writes:

"... 'To Luther Mary was the prime example of the faithful — a #ypus ecclesiae embodying unmerited %race. Mary
is a paradigm for the indefectibility of the church'. Gritsch also notes that Luther dedicated to Mary his 1535/45
hymn 7o Me She’s Dear, the Worthy Maid, based, significantly, on the "woman clothed with the sun" in Revela-
tions 12.

Admittedly, the text of this hymn - like Rev. 12 itself— is ambiguous regarding the precise signification of the
woman, and Luther appears to be referring here more to the persecuted church of both the first and six-
teenth centuries than to Mary directly. But the mere fact that for Luther Mary is herself a typus ecclesiae and
that he dedicates this hymn to her, in the first place, makes a Mariological-ecclesiological interpretation or con-
nection quite possible.

Luther's approach to Mary, therefore, especially in his commentary on the Magnificat and in_his hymn, should
be easnP/ applicable to the Virgin of Guadalupe. For clear 'Lutheran' theological reasons, it is perfectly under-
standable why the 1997-98 ECLA liturgical resource, Sundays and Seasons, suggests that for a celebration of
Guadalupe 'images for preaching or prayer on this day might arise from Rev. 12, Luke 1.39-56, or Luther's,
Commentary on the Magnificat'. For, together with the corresponding image of the woman clothed with the sun
in Rev. 12, it is precisely the message of Mary's Magnificat that the Guadalupan narrative still embodies and
makes concrete in the lives of countless Juan Diegos and Juan Zumarragas.

Such a biblical approach to Guadalupe might also be reflected from within the Reformed Protestant tradition
associated originally with the Reformers Ulrich Zwingli and John Calvin. Referring especially to Calvin's approach,
Reformed theologian Daniel Migliore identifies several characteristics of how 'Mary exemplifies Christian faith
and disci#)Ieship" from within a contemporary Reformed theological perspective. Among these he includes
her trustful hearing of the Word of God and ... her free and glad consent to the electiné; grace of God' and
"her location at the foot of the cross and. .. Her call to ministry with and for others'. And. although express-
ing caution about reducing Mary to a mere symbol of the human secular and political struggles for liberation,
he writes that she certainly "exemplifies Christian faith and discipleship in her praise of God's surprising and
unmerited grace and in her fearless announcement of God's righteous concern for the poor,” and that she is a
‘woman of humble and courageous faith from whom we might learn to praise the sovereign fgrace of God
[and] to cry out against injustice'. Interestingly enough, he concludes his essay with an explicit reference to an
iImage of Mary in a Mexican church:
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In a Roman Catholic Church in Cuernavaca, Mexico, renovated after Vatican Il, a large crucifix hangs over the
main altar. On the left wall - toward the front, yet still clearly in the nave - there is a simple, modest, un-
adorned figure of Mary. She does not draw special attention to herself. She stands among the people of
God, and her eyes are turned to the cross. This is, | would venture to hope, a picture of Mary that Chris-
tians of the Reformation heritage, in solidarity with their Roman Catholic sisters and brothers, might hap-
pily make their own'"."

Clearly, contrary to the misgivings of my chancegl colleague, | had much to discuss with the Lutheran
Pastors. Mary is increasingly becoming connected with ecumenical endeavors. A December 2003 issue of
Christianity Today - an Evangelical Christian journal featured a painting of Mary on the cover and a lead
article entitled, "The Blessed Evangelical Mary: why we shouldn't ignore her any longer.” And a
December 2004 issue of The Christian Century - a mainline Protestant journal - featured an icon of Mary on
the cover and a lead article entitled "What about Mary?" The International Anglican and Roman Catholic
Joint Commission recently issued a document: Mary: Grace and Hope in Christ And last year at the Vatican
E)he{(e w%s aSconference entitled "Mary and Ecumenism."

Now that Fall is upon us it is time to get things back into full swing in our local courts. Your State Officers have done
their jobs by providing mini-workshops and training sessions throughout the state.

The Catholic Daughters of the Americas is a distinct organization founded on ceremony and order. Our image is powerfully
reflected in the protocol we practice. Therefore, rules of etiquette in ceremonies and observance of accepted practices are im-
portant.

These highlights are the basis for the proper protocol which should be exercised in every Court. Continuity and preparation
make for a smooth process. Courtesy demonstrates diplomacy, dignity and social decorum of the organization.

I. CHAIN OF COMMAND: A. Court Regent; B. District Deputy/State Representative; C. State Regent; D. National Supervi-
sor; E. National Regent

(Sequenceisfollowed on ALL levels. Members and Officers are required to make contact according to chain in order

to insure respect and smooth procedure.)

Il. MEETINGS:

A. Regent: 1. Stands when conducting meeting; 2. Exercises command of meeting with prepared agenda and concise
explanations of State/National affairs; 3. Introduces visitors, prospective members and any dignitaries to mem-
bership. Be certain members are made aware of who the visitors represent and include pertinent information
beneficial to the Court; 4. Each officer should know the proper order of all business.

B. Officers/Chairmen: 1. Rise when giving reports to assembly

C. Members: 1. Riseto be recognized and addressing the Chair; 2. A member should always rise to make a motion or
to address the group; 3. The Regent need not rise to recognize a member; 4. When making a motion, one should
say “1 movethat” instead of “| make amotion that”; 4. A motion must be approved by a second person saying, “I
second the motion”; 5. Recognition from the chair is not required to a second amotion. (Thisruleis true in most
cases; however, some larger, more formal groups do require recognition for seconding a motion.); 6. A nomina-
tion doesn't require a second; 7. If there is a motion before the house, no other motion can be made except: a) to
adjourn; b) to table; c) to move the previous question; that is, to end the discussion and bring up the motion for
vote; 8. A member may rise to a point of order; that is if a member observes the violation of a rule; he or she
may rise, secure recognition and state the point which is out of order.

D. All: 1. Stand for prayer and flag salute; Visitors/Guests: 1. State/national Officers or District Deputy/State Repre-
sentative are escorted to Officerstable; 2. In absence of Chaplain/Spiritual Advisor, the State/National Officer or
District Deputy/State Representative (if present) invited to lead prayer.

I11. SPECIAL FUNTIONS:

A. Head Table: List, according to rank, all dignitaries attending. Toastmistress is seated to left of lectern. Highest
ranking person to right of lectern then using the “rule of thumb”, seat aternately, right to left, according to rank.
(Clergy, National Officers, State Officers, Keynote Speaker, District Deputy/State Representative, Banquet
Chairman, Regent, Public Officials)

B. Introductions:

I. Head Table; a) Introductions are made from left to presiding Officer then from far right to podium, ending
with highest in rank or speaker; b) Introduce guests SEATED at the head table or dais. The table in not intro-
duced; c) Speakers are called on when appropriate in the program- not at time of introductions
I1. Presenting Hierarchy; a) “Your Excellency, Archbishop/Bishop (Name), it is my privilege to present to you,
the Catholic Daughters of the Americas’; b) Your Eminence, Cardinal (Name), it is my privilege to present to
you, the Catholic Daughters of the Americas’;
I11. Other Functions; Start introductions with lowest rank present ending with highest in rank
C. Speakers: 1) Highest ranking representative from National/State are called upon to speak. All other National/State
Officers are introduced only; 2) IMPORTANT — MICROPHONE AND LECTERN SHOULD BE PROVIDED
FOR SPEAKERS; 3) Order of Speakers — begin with lowest ranking proceeding to highest ranking National and/
or State Officer to be called upon. Prepare a brief informative introduction for each. Principal Speaker should be
the last to be called upon. Introduction consists of background, interesting facts, brief biography, ending with title
and name of speaker.

D. Parliamentary Procedure: It is very important to use Parliamentary Procedure and Protocol. Ask yourself this

question — Do you lead like Jesus, in Unity & Charity for the good of the order?
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Forming Consciences of Faithful Citizenship advises Catholics that engagement in public policy is a moral and
ethical obligation of our faith. We are called to look beyond the superficial and misleading tactics common to
political campaigns. Deciding how we participate in public life, say the Bishops, is akin to how we
decide right and wrong in our own life - we must develop a well-formed
conscience. That requires good information and prayerful reflection. It isalso alife-long process.

Faithful Citizenship is part of along tradition in the Church in promoting justice and the common good. How we
relate to our communities, both near and far. is contained in the body of work known more commonly as Catholic
social teaching. Scholars trace the modern development of our social teaching to the encyclical Rerum Novarum
(Of New Things) written by Pope Leo X111 in 1891. The Pope discussed the condition of the working classes
brought about by the Industrial Revolution.

Other encyclicals and | etters followed, but still Catholic socia teaching is often described as our "best kept secret.”
To make it more accessible, the U.S. Bishops have summarized the teaching into seven basic themes which are
detailed in Faithful Citizenship: Life and Dignity of the Human Person, Call to Family, Community and Partici-
pation, Rights and Responsibility, Option for the Poor and Vulnerable, The Dignity of Work and the Rights of
Workers, Solidarity, and Care or Gods Creation. A summary of Catholic social teaching is available as book and
online.

As the Presidential election nears, Catholics and all concerned citizens will be bombarded with hype, promises,

accusations, and half-truths. That's why we owe it to ourselves to understand the foundations of our Church's
social teachings. It will help us sort through much of the "information™ we will be sub-jected to over the coming

months.

Pat was a young 27 year old mother of five when Court St. Gerard was instituted in 1966. She and her husband,
William Warmerdam, had a total of eight children; three of whom are deceased. They are the proud grandparents
of seventeen grandchildren. Pat and her family now live in Aptos, California, but she has kept her membership in
Court St. Gerard and has kept in touch with members of that Court.

For more than ten years, Pat has been making rosaries, crocheting baby wrap shawls and knitting caps.

She has made over a thousand rosaries that have been sent to missionaries around the world. She, along with
a person she is teaching to make rosaries, just made 250 World Mission Rosaries for the Right to Life group.

She has crocheted over four hundred baby wrap shawls. These shawls are donated to local hospitals for new-
born babies of needy families.

Thru the Church Women United Organization, Pat has knitted over five hundred caps which are distributed to
bareheaded, cold and homeless people who need them.

And now, she has taken on another project — knitting caps for children who have surgery for cleft-palate.
Word got to Pat via Gena Ericson, a registered nurse with the Peace Corps in India, to Gena’s aunt, Elaine Price in
Tulare, to a CDA member, Mary Wiedeman, then on to Pat in Aptos that India and in the Middle East countries,
there is a high incidence of children born with a cleft palate. “Project Smile” is a group of volunteers who fly to
India and the mid-east countries to operate on the children with cleft palates. The surgery is done in cold rooms
and the babies lie on cold tables. The caps along with a small stuffed animal are sent home with the baby. Pat has
just finished knitting four dozen baby caps which have been sent to India.

Pat also finds time to be active in her church. She is a Minister of Communion and a Lector at the Resurrection
Church of Aptos. She and her husband attend Mass every morning and she belongs to many prayer groups.

Rosemary Morgan is a member of Court St. Malachy #2360. She joined Catholic Daughter in 1998 and has
been a very active member. She takes care of our prayer chain, very active in our renew program, helps at all
functions, crochets hats for Apostleship of the Sea, makes our baby blankets (we give each baby a year or
younger a baby blanket when they are baptized-older children receive a rosary or book) bakes for all events, helps
our telephone committee and she was recording secretary for 2006-08.

She is handi-
capped - on a walker all the time- yet she does not know the word no. She is an asset to our court and we can
never THANK her enough for the good she does.
